The deinde froi 1870 to 1S80
was the iost critiial one in the Institute's
history, and but for the heroic devotion
of the Faculty, and the generosity of a
few stalwart fricnds, the institute must

have closed its doors. In spite of his fail-
tug health. Prisident Rogers again under-
took the duties of the presidency. Death

Subse-
quent changes in the ranking may be made
by challenges.

Due to the various factors such as lack

of veteran material, inability to obtain
intercollegiate competition, and accidents
to the best men, the wrestling team last
year suffered a Ihad season. However, the
substitution of wrestling by the freshmen
in place of gymnasinm work was even
more popular than ever, and interelass coni-
petition was the prevailing spirit of the
season. Members of the 'Varsity team, and
Mr. Gracey, are always rea dy to coach the
new mnii, so that Freshmen need not hold
back from taking tip wrestlinig for lack of
previois training.

The record established by the Techn ology
'Varsity swimminig t en imi is one that places
it auiiouig the best in the country. Although
our representatives have miet the fastest
college teams in the ast, they have beeni
defeated only twice in the last four years.
The seison consists of front eight to twelve
dual ieets with such colleges as Brown,
Wesley:n , Aiihierst, U. of 1., Princeton, I.
S. Naval Academy, and Yale. As the team
is a member of the Intercollegiate Swim-
ming Association, a representation is sent
annually to the Individual Intercollegiate
Cm iipion ships.

In return for this assistance the
War Departmuent expects the club to turn
ont froim inexperieled men us many fair
riiemen as possible, and herein lies the
dominant objective of the assoeiatieh.

In following out this policy, however,
the Teain is not neglected, and in 1915
this club succeeded in winning the Inter-
collegiate championship of the United
States, at the same time breaking all pre-
viou-s records. The Team is open to all
miemters of the club, and is granted the
lUstituae insignia.

The Ritle Clnb makes nn especially at-
tractive proposition for Freshmen, as the
dues are low and the time expended small,
necessitating no neglect of that all impor-
tant sHubject of study.

OF THE

MASSACHUSETTS INSTITUTE OF TECh-
NOLOGY UNDERGRADUATE

ASSOCIATION

Preamble.
Whereas, it seems wvise that all activi-

fies among the students of the Mass. Inst.
Tech. should be so organized a(d con-
ducted as to work for the good of the
welfire and renown of the MASSACIU-
SETTS INSTITUTE OF TECHNOLOGY,
it is fitting that some central organiza-
tion, chosei and controlled by the student
body, should, as representing that hody,
have and exercise general powers as super-
vision over all individual activities insofar
as they iflect the student body as a whole.

To this end it seem1s necessary that the
entire body of undergraduates shoutl le
irought together as a unit in order that

legislition and executive powers may be
tratsferred upon stich it central body as
is mentioned in the preceeding partgriph.
It is, therefore, enicted by the under-
gradu ates attending tho MASSACHIUSETTS
INSTITUTE OF TE(IlNt) LOGY that such
a general orgahization should be effected,
wlnd to this vind the followig constitution
gverning the stidcnt hily is adoited:

A.TI(LE I.
Name of Organization.

Tte imiii of this orgaizatioi shall ie
the EASS 'ltSETTS iNSTITITE OP
TE(HN)LOGY MO)IWItA\DTATE AS-
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ARTICLE II.
Purpose.

The purpose of this organization is to
regulate and control the acts of the stu-
dent body in its relation to the Institute
and to the general public, and to exercise
such supervision over the several student
activities as will Insure that the same are
conducted in the best interest of the stu-
dent body as a whole and to the credit of
the MASSACHI-USETTS INSTITUTE OF
TECHNOLOGY.

ARTICLE III.

Membership.
All registered students it the Massachu-

setts Institute of Technology are by virtue
of such registration mieimters of this or-
ganization, such iieibership to be subject
to such rules and regulations as may be
herein or hereinafter enacted by this or-
ganlization.

ARTICLE IV.

Institute Committee.
Section 1. All the legislative and exec-

utive powers of this association are hereby
invested lit a representat ive body to be
chosen as hereliiafter provided. This body
shall be known as the INSTITUTE COM-
MITTEE.

Section 2. All acts and decisions of the
Institute Coniinittee shatll be considered to

Executive Commitlee.

Section 2. The President of the Senior
Class shll be the Prosident of the Insti-
tute Committee. All other officers of the
Committee shall le chosen aniually by the
Committee by written ballot.

Section 3. The Institute Committee shall
enact such ly-Laws as tnay be deemed
necessary, and not inconsIstent witi the
provisions of this Constitution.

ARTIC14'LE VI.
Amenmlients.

AInIdmnoIts to t his ('onst ituti on tmray
he recommended by the lnst itute Commit-
tee or by a petition of oine hundred (100)
members of the association. Any aend-
mens so recommindd shill he sultnitt4
toy the IIstitito ('on)iittee to o tthe eltiire
body for consideration and adoption. Full
notice of such proposed amendmlents shall
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be submitted to the entire student body for
(ois.deral ion by publication for postig at
least thirty days before the day set ftr
voting; two-thirds of the votes cast shall
be necessary to adopt the saie provided
twenty-five per cent. (25%) of the total
niemnibership vote.

Article V, Section 1, was aimeded during
the year from the origiial section reading:

"The officers of the Institute Com-
iiittee shall consist of a President,
Vice- President and Secretary-Treas-
urer," etc.

Section 4. hte 'ururer shall receive
and Iave custody of all roneys of Ole
Committee rind shall distiursr all mrorey
only irpuri vote of the Institute I'ommirrit-
tee. ie shall he hoinded for such iii
aniount as the Executive Committee deems
rdvisable at the expense of the Institute
Commiittee.

Section 5. The Executive Committee shall
receive and consider ill matters brought
before it by the student brdy, and shall
present to the Institute Connmittee for
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action such mntters as are deemed im-
portant, together with facts and recomn-
mendaions pertaining thereto.

The Executive Committee shall hold a
regular meeting before every regular
nmci ig of the Institute Committee.

Section 0. It shall le the duty of the
'oint System Committee to enforce the

Point Syst111, which shall be as herein-
after provided for.

It shall be their further duty to keep
the records of the Point Systen, and to
rep it to the Institute (omititee at every
regulr meeting the name of any man iiv-
ing overpoints.

Sectitin 7. The Budget Committee shall
Investigite all proposed expenditures of
the Iii stitute Committee in excess of five
dollars, and report through the Executive

'om1it tee on the advisability of the same.
It shall, at the third regular meeting of
the histitlte ('o1itee of eich Inistiite
yea. preselt a budget of the Inustit1e
Committee finances for that year.

Section 1 . The Walker Mlemorial Com-
mittee shall have charge of the student
a dini listratito of the WaIl ker Memiorial
nad shal have the power of aplintilug
ally sub1) -comitt ees it deem1s necessa ry,

subject to the ratitienthin of the Institutv
('iomihlttiee. The Commit tee shall have pill-
listil in each iss1 oif "The Tech" i
setedule of undergriualti events. It shall
ilaintin1 in the Walker Memorial a caln-
11:1r of all unlirgradualte activities, on a
hoard provided fitr that purpose.

The Committee sihall causi' to be posted
a list of the nlmis and idtrisses of the
oticers of all undergraduate activitics, on
a board provided for that purpose.
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The Committee shall, by coisent of the
Dean, he authorized tN assign all Institute
rooms for the use of undergradiate actlvi-
ties, and shall, so far as possible, prevent
any activity from holding meetings that
would conflict with each other.

It shall be the duty of the Committee
to demand of each class or activity a ltst
of coming events; the list to be constantly
kept up to date.

The Comnittee shall have the power of
flnig any activity which holds a meet-
Ing unauthorized by the Conlinittee, tIhe
fine to be one dollar ($l,00) piyah le to the
'Treasurer of t tie I11st it ute Coimm it tee.

1 i11il Such finle is paid tlle Com 01 itt ee stihall
refose to apirove any application made
by that society or club or class for reser-
vation of time or room.

Section (. The Bullutin Board Commit-
tee shall have charge and te responsible
for the bulletin b)Ads of the undergmod-
unte body. All tulletin boird under the
control of the Bulltin Boards Commit tee
are hereby denied outside commercial
interests.

They shall enforce any rules made by
t lie Institute Committee, regarding the
bulletin boards.

They shall report at every regular meet-
ing of the Institute Commiittee.

It shall be the duty of the Committee
to remove from tie bulttin board such
pwsters ;s do not coniformit to the standard
size of 11 in. x 17 in.

It shall be the duty of the Bulletin
Ioard Committee to receive posters at the
option of the activities and to affix threto
the stamp of the Institute Vommittee
stating such posters to be the property of
th 1 1.41ttute onmnittee. Each poster
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AN! also he numbered and the number
registered with a descriptive title.

Once a yefr or oftener the Bulletin Boari
Commit tee shall dispose of such posters by
ae Win sale.

Spution 10. The Finance Committee shall
biod regular montlly meetings at sunc
dt0 s as they shall theiiselves choose.
Spial mvcings may he calld by Mhe
ciiirnian of the Finance Committee.

The Committee shall have the power to
insiMt upon a clear busin sslike i-n iaieIIA
report from every eelivity before the
seveth day of each month, for the mon

prvccding; such report to cover the follow-
jug items at least:

Cosh on hand at firOt of last month.
Expenditures and Liabilities.
Hleceipts and Assets.
llnlance on hand at end of month.

The Finance Comnitt e shall have tile
power to audit the accounts of any activity
when it thinks such action is advisable.

If the financial condition of any activity
is such that in the opinion of the Finance
C'ommittee the activity will inot le able
to pay any debt incurred, the Conmitiee

hI have the power to insist upon some
1uinrainite from the activity that the amount

o cover such indehtcdness \vill le r (ised.

In case any tictivity does not comply
ilh ihe ahove neoasures the Committee
Pnill refer the action of the activity to the

111litue Coiiittee.

Soetion 11. The Dormiltories Coimnittee
shall te responsible for the student ad-
minisration of the dormitories.

SeiOn 12. The duties of the Activities
imllmittee shall be:

1. To make :il extensive report

ARTICLE VI.
The Point System.

Section 1. There shnil he a Point Sys-
tem with ratings of all otlices and mem -
hership in the several clnsses and activities,.
as follows: (11ere a list of the ratings,
which may be fomid in the necompan1yi lg
report of the Point System Committee.)

Section 2. No man shill be alowed to
carry more than tell poinlts except thliat a
man ily le il athletics or le a member of
tile musical clubs and hold one other offiee
even though tie total exceeds ten points.
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Section 3. The exception in Section 2
shall not apply to managers or assistant
managers of athletic teams.

Section 4. There shall be no commutation
of points except by unanimous vote of the
Institute Committee.

Section 5. Any student placed on proba-
tion by the Faculty is, during his proba-
tion, ineligible for any activity, and is re-
quired to withdraw from any activity with
which he is associated.

ARTICLE VII.
Meetings.

Section 1. The Institute Committee shall
hold regular meetings every two weeks
throughout the school year.

Section 2. Special meetings may be
called at any tinie by the lPresident or the
Executive Committee. After three (lays, the
President shall call a meeting of the Insti-
tute Committee, upon written request of
ten members.

Section 3. The order of business for In-
stitute Committee meetings shall be as
follows:

1. Roll Call.
2. Reading of minutes of previous meet-

ing.
3. Special business.
4. Reports of Standing Committee.
5. Reports of Special Committees.
6. Old business.
7. New business.

Section 4. "Roberts' Rules of Order"
shall cover all procedures of this Commit-
tee except those covered by the Constitiu-
tion and By-Laws.
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ARTICLE VIII.
Quormn.

Section 1. A quorum necessary to tr- us-
act any and all business of the Institute
'ommittee shall consist of twelve men.
Sct ion 2. No mekting shall begin or con-

tinue unless at least a quorum is present.

ARTICLE IX.
Dues.

Section 1. The dues for reprosentation
oi the Insttte Committee shall be two
dolllrs a yealr for representntion and shall
be payable during the first five weeks of
the school year.

Section 2. Any representative whose dnes
ore noit iaid by the second regular meeting
each year of the Institute Committee shall
autontatically lose all vote and voice in the
proceedintgs of the Comittee,-such loss
to continue only until his dues nre paid.

Section 3. The names of all activities
delinjInent in the matter of dues, shall be
published daily in "The Tech" until such
des are paid.

ARTICLE X.
Lateness and Absence at Meetings.

Section 1. No fines shall he levied for
lIteness or absence of this Committee.

Section 2. The names of all mnembers ab-
sent or late shall le published in the next
issue of 'The Tech" after the meeting at
which such lateness or absence occurs.

Section 3. If the full official representa-
tion of amy ictivity is not present at two
consecltive regular meetings of the Insti-
tute Committee, that activity shall forfeit
its right to reprecentation on the Commit-
tee, which representation shall not be al-
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low-ed until tile Institute C Immit tee has
tMen in receipt of a formal petition from
IhO activity in Buest0iOn atd has passeld on

the same in conjnction with the require-
ents for admissihn as stated in the ; on-

Stit ion.

ARTICLE XI.

Requirements for Institute Committre
Representation.

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POINT SYSTEM

The Point Systemi is an institution which
aiis to preveint a student from carrying
loo nuch outside work to the detriient of
hi, atudies, and eiables more men to take
part in student activities. Every ifice and
activity is assignedi a definite number of
points, ,Ind no imni may carry imore than
a total of ten pint , except in the case of
athletics, or the musical clubs, when le
nlay carry any one other office, even though
the two total more than ten pointa.

The system was put into operation by
the Ilstitute Committee in the flt of 1908
anti is enforced by iie of its stiiding emn-
nitl tes.
