Ini the tell
years he was associated with the Institute,
he succeeded in raising funds for a larger
alil greater Techniology, attaiined his ideal-
istic Vision with the diedicat ioll of tie
new buildings at Caibridge in 1016, put
the Institute at the service of the govern-
ment in the time of war, then libored for
a perni nent endowint wh ich should
leave him free to carry out his plins for
imore perfect organization for i seI'ul ness.
Worn out with the struggle for bmoney,
he diedI on January 15, 1920, as Rogers
an Wailker before iii, at the post of
duty. To him illmore than to any single
111:111, the world owes the new listitu1t1.
The foiiiidatioii stones of this new sihool
ilre enient eid wit ii iiis life tuood. Tile
lnt ire world will hold in sorrow now, in

('luiliring pride throughout the fiitiire the
mieiory of Dr. MAIcliurin. Physicist, Law-
yer, AdliniiistritIor, it i i iteIy issociiIvted
it provious pleriods in his c;ireer with the
iacidemiiic life of I tIe continents, self-

sacrifi -ing guide of America's greatest
scivillific school.
