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For the first three years, Professor Ordway devoted

much time and thought to this department; the teachers' course

was then worked out - a two-years course- and a general course

in biology was introduced, all students receiving Prof, Ordway's

personal attention, Then arose complications unforeseen,-

the resisgnation of President Runkle, the cutting down of the

number of professors and assistants as well as of the salaries

so that from 183 to 18 Prof. Ordway was not able to

give his time to this work and in 18 his whole attention

had to be ziven to the department of industrial chemistry.

The fostering care which had carried the cause of woman's

education at the Institute from 1871 to 1882 could no longer

be exercised by hir
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
